Introduction

This volume of computer tables gives the findings from a general public survey
conducted by Ipsos MORI on behalf of the Royal College of Physicians. The
main objective of this survey was to examine the level of public trust for a variety
of professions and types of people. The findings have been tracked by Ipsos
MORI over the last 26 years.

Methodology

The questions were placed on the Ipsos MORI CAPIBUS — a face-to-face
omnibus study that asks a range of questions of British adults.

A nationally representative quota sample of 2,023 adults aged 15 and over was
interviewed throughout Great Britain from 4-10 September 2009. Quotas were
set within output areas by age, gender, work status and housing tenure; and the
survey data were weighted by age, gender, social grade, region, rurality, work
status, ethnicity and deprivation.

Interviews were conducted face-to-face in respondents’ homes, using Computer
Assisted Personal Interviewing (CAPI).

Reporting

Please note that the percentage figures for the various sub-samples or groups
need to differ by a certain number of percentage points for the difference to be
statistically significant. The number will depend on the size of the sub-group
sample and the percentage finding itself. There is further explanation in the
section entitled “Statistical Reliability” in the Appendices to the main report.

Statistical Reliability

The sampling tolerances that apply to the percentage results in this report are given in the
table below. This table shows the possible variation that might be anticipated because a
sample, rather than the entire population, was interviewed. As indicated, sampling
tolerances vary with the size of the sample and the size of the percentage results.

For example, on a question where 50% of the people in a sample of 2,023 respond with a
particular answer, the chances are 95 in 100 that this result would not vary by more than
2 percentage points, plus or minus, from a complete coverage of the entire population
using the same procedures (i.e., between 48% and 52%).

Tolerances are also involved in the comparison of results from different parts of the
sample. A difference, in other words, must be of at least a certain size to be considered
statistically significant.

Professionals such as doctors, surgeons, solicitors or dentists; chartered people
like architects; fully qualified people with a large degree of responsibility such as
senior editors, senior civil servants, town clerks, senior business executives and
managers, and high ranking grades of the Services.

People with very responsible jobs such as university lecturers, hospital matrons,
heads of local government departments, middle management in business,
qualified scientists, bank managers, police inspectors, and upper grades of the
Services.

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Summary

Once again, doctors remain the most trusted profession with 92% of British adults aged
15+ saying they would generally trust them to tell the truth. This figure has remained
relatively stable over the past seven years, though all recorded figures for doctors have
exceeded 80% since Ipsos MORI began its veracity index in 1983. In addition, only one
in twenty adults this year (5%) say they do not trust doctors to tell the truth. Net trust,
which is the difference between the proportion who trust doctors to tell the truth and
those who do not, ties with results from 2006 and 2004 and is at a high of +87.

Young men (aged 15-34) have the highest levels of trust in doctors (96%).

Teachers, professors and judges have also remained some of the most trusted
professions, with at least four-fifths of adults this year trusting each to tell the truth.

Politicians have replaced journalists as the profession least trusted to tell the truth, down
eight percentage points on last year to just 13%. Meanwhile, 82% do not trust them to
tell the truth, the highest negative proportion seen for politicians in the 26-year history
of this survey.

Government ministers have also experienced a significant decline in trust, from 24% to
16%.

As the decline in trust in political figures may be somewhat explained by the MPs
expenses row, journalists may have benefitted slightly from their role in exposing this
story, though the public’s level of trust in them remains low. Twenty-two per cent of
British adults trust journalists to tell the truth, up from 19% in 2008. In contrast,
television news readers are trusted to tell the truth by a much larger percentage of the
population, 63%.

Trust in the police has declined from 65% in 2009 to 60% this month, which may have
been influenced by the publicity surrounding protests at the G20 summit in London
carlier this year.

Trust in trade union officials has also declined, down seven percentage points from 45%
to 38% - possibly reflecting media coverage of the RMT Union, London Underground
strike and Royal Mail strikes.

Trust in business leaders has declined from 30% in November 2008 to 25% in the
current survey. Considering that at the time of the 2008 survey the worldwide economic
situation appeared to be worsening and banks were seeking government bailouts, this
decline is likely to be a reflection of economic pessimism. Business leaders are currently
registering their worst net trust score (proportion who trust them minus those who do
not) since the survey began in 1983.

For trade union officials, business leaders, government ministers, politicians in general
and journalists a higher proportion of the adult British public says they do o/ trust them

to tell the truth, than says they do.

As might be expected, respondents who intend to vote Labour in the next general
Election tend to trust politicians and government ministers more than those with other

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voting preferences. Twenty-one per cent of Labour supporters trust politicians to tell the
truth, compared with just 10% each for Conservative and Liberal Democrat supporters.
For government ministers, the figures are 25% Labour, 12% Conservative and 20%
Liberal Democrat.

For business leaders, the differences in trustworthiness are not significant among
supporters of the three major parties.

There is little evidence that as a society Britain has become less likely to trust others to
tell the truth. Average levels of trust across all surveyed professions have been relatively
stable over the past decade — although net trust has fallen from +21 to +17 in this
period.
