3. Make notes within the ebook: allows you to write notes on each page.  The ‘Add notes’ option appears on a blue bar at the bottom of each page.  After typing a note, click the ‘Save and close’ button at the far right of the blue bar.  The note will appear in the Notes tab and will hyperlink to the corresponding page. 

4. Copy: the copy button is at the top right above the page and allows sections of the book to be copied. The percentage that is allowed to be copied depends on the allowance decided by the publisher. 

5. Print: the print button is at the top right above the page and allows a percentage of the book to be printed.  The percentage varies from publisher to publisher, based on what they allow. You can print a single page or a range of consecutive pages.
